The Poultry Information Exchange (PIX) is the premiere biennial 
Australian poultry industry conference for the production (egg and meat) 
sector of the industry. PIX2008 will run concurrently with the XXIII 
World’s Poultry Congress (WPC08) at the Brisbane Convention and 
Exhibition Centre, Queensland, Australia. 
 
Associating these two events is a unique opportunity to showcase our 
Australian poultry industry to the rest of the world. The WPC will bring 
speakers, producers and scientists from around the world to Australia, 
allowing us to capitalise on their international experience and 
perspectives at PIX2008. 
 
PIX is expecting about 600 delegates to attend including farmers, 
management and staff of integrator, processor and service companies, 
together with trade representatives, government and researchers. We 
also expect to see more producers from the nearby Asia Pacific Region 
through our joint promotion with WPC.  
 
The World’s Poultry Congress is expecting at least 2,000 plus delegates 
from around the world from all sectors of the industry. The last World’s 
Poultry Congress held in Australia was in Sydney in 1962. Our combined 
PIX and WPC trade exhibition will be the largest ever held in Australia 
for the poultry industry. 
 
Sponsors have the option of sponsoring either PIX2008 and/or WPC08. I 
encourage you to consider PIX sponsorship, giving you exposure to 
PIX2008 participants from Australasia as well as the international 
audience of WPC that chooses to attend the PIX sessions.
